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Course Review: Diploma in Ministerial Counseling

BCM launched the Diploma in
Ministerial Counseling program in
2008, and as at 2014, we have seen
64 students complete their training
to become effective students
complete their training to become
effective counselors. This two-year
program is designed to equip care-
givers, Christian leaders and pastors
to be more effective counselors by
integrating personal growth and
professional  development.  The
program  incorporates  theoretical
reflection, understanding of issues
and practical counseling skills,
understanding of the self, group
processes and theological reflection.

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Visiting Ancient Sites of

THE SEVEN CHURCHES

On 6" to 11" November 2015, I was sent
by the college to Antalya, Turkey. The
purpose of this trip was to attend the
i Council for i
Theological ~ Education”  (ICETE)
Triennial Consultation. Asia Theological
Association (ATA), of which BCM is an
accredited member of this association, is a
member of ICETE. After aweek of intense
meeting, we were given the opportunity to
have a short tour, visiting the ancient sites
of the Seven Churches of Revelation 2-3.
For your information, the ancient name
for the region of Turkey is

sia Minor”.

The first stop for our tour was an ancient
Roman theatre of“Aspendos” (Acmevdoc).
Being a student of ancient dramas, I
was caught up with the architecture
design of this well-maintained theatre.
In ancient society, theatre was one of the
few entertainment places. Not only for
pleasure, theatre was also a place to learn
about lives through the characters in the
dramas.
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Not too far from Aspendos, we came to the
city of “Perge” (ITépyn). This was the city
where Paul and his companion visited and
preached the Word of God (Acts 13:13-14,
14:25). It is not surprising that Paul would
choose this city as his preaching spot,
because this city was a centre for trading
and culture.

After Perge, we went on to visit the sites

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In May this year, Seminari Theoloji
Malaysia  invited  several  Malaysia
seminaries to join a study tour to
Germany. The tour was sponsored by
Mission EineWelt (Mission OneWorld)
of the Evangelical Lutheran Church of
Bavaria (ELCB). Wendy, Chee Way and
Tjoined as participants from BCM. This is
my first visit to Germany.

The study tour was in three parts: initial
stay at Neuendettelsau, visit to significant
Luther sites, and return to Neuendettelsau
for lectures and workshops on Luther. On

the whole, it has been an enriching two
weeks experience.

First of all, T knew practically nothing
about Neuendettelsau before our arrival
there. T looked up the place on Google
Maps and Wikipedia and learned that it is
a small village with a population of about
7000 residents. I wondered why we would
make that the centre of our stay. I soon
discovered that it was a centre of Lutheran
world missions and social ministry. It is
the headquarters of Mission EineWelt
(MEW), the mission agency of the ELCB.
It is also the headquarters of Diakonie
Neuendettelsau which is one of the largest
Christian social ministries in the whole of
Germany. Plus the seminary of ELCB is
also located in this picturesque village.

The two ministries of world missions
and social ministry were the result of the
Lutheran pastor, Wilhelm Lohe, who
came 1o a god-forsaken place at the time
in 1837. Refusing to be discouraged at
the stark prospect of ministry in a place
nobody wants to be in, he proceeded to

make the village one of the most important
centres of German Lutheranism. Learning
about Mission EineWelt and Diakonie
Neuendettelsau has inspired me greatly.
The visionary pioneering work of the inner

(social) and outer (missions) ministry of
Pastor Wilhelm Lohe was remarkable.
The holistic nature of the Diakonie is
something that we can learn to learn and
emulate.

The visit to the Lohe-Zeit Museum was
delightful and hugely educ:
learned about the life and times of Pastor
Lohe. We also visited the Augustana
Hochschule, the premier  theological
seminary of the Evangelical Lutheran
Church of Bavaria which is also in
Neuendettelsau. We were impressed with
the facilities at the campus especially the
library and refectory.

The visits to the important Luther sites
were: Eisenach, Wartburg Castle, Efurt,
Wittenberg and Eisleben fulfilled a long
desired dream. Eisleben is the birthplace
of Luther and also where he died. Luther
spent his days in school at Eisenach.
Nearby Wartburg Castle was Luther’s
safe house” after his condemnation at
the Diet of Worms. It was here that he
translated the entire Bible into German in
11 months! Lutherentered the Augustinian

monastery at Erfurt. We stayed two
nights at the monastery. Wittenberg is
synonymous with the Reformation. Luther
spent most of his life teaching, preaching
and writing at Wittenberg. In 1517, Luther
nailed his 95 Theses on the door of the
Castle church here. The highlight of my
visit was attending the Sunday service at
the church and paying my respects at the
tomb of Luther in the church. My heart
was thrilled to actually be at the places of
Luther’s life and ministry: places I lectured
on in my church history classes but have
never been until now.

The lectures back at MEW by Professor
Emeritus Walter Sparn (University of
Erlangen) were magnificent and the
discussions that followed were wonderfully
thought provoking amidst some spirited
but honest disagreements among the
participants. T would be remiss if T do
not mention the wonderful orientation
lecture to the Luther and the Reformation
prior the Luther site visits by Professor
Gury Schneider-Ludorff (church history
professor from Augustana), which was
more than helpful.

Last but not least, the fellowship with
fellow faculty members from the various
Malaysian seminaries has been mutually
enriching.

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In the 1970s the reins of leadership of
BCM (at that time known as BIM which
stands for Bible Institute of Malaysia)
was gradually being turned over to local
Malaysians. Choosing the right people
to head the future of the college was
undertaken with great care and prayers.
Among those handpicked was a 21-year-
old, young pastor called Pastor Ng Kok
Kee who was already pastoring his own
church when he was a Bible school student.

After being a part-time lecturer for two
years, Pastor Kok Kee was invited in 1980
to join as a full-time lecturer. Besides
teaching, he also served in different
capacities such as the Dean of Men, Dean
of Students, and Academic Dean. In 1997,
he was invited to take over as the President
of BCM.

Pastor Kok Kee has the ability to think
outside the box and his depth of insight
and knowledge is widely recognized. Many
find him to be an invaluable consultant
and he has been called upon to serve in the
leadership and board of various Christian
organizations outside of BCM, such as
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NECF, MATS and PADERI. Within his
own denomination, he was repeatedly
elected as the General Secretary of the
Executive Committee of the Assemblies
of God of Malaysia.

Within BCM itself, those who have been
his colleagues for many years have found
Pastor Kok Kee to be special for them in
different ways. For some, Pastor Kok Kee
has been more like a spiritual father than a
boss. He was to them a pastor, a mentor, a
friend. They remember the times when he
has welcome them into his office to chat
and ask about anything—he took time to
listen.

His classes are often thought-provoking
and challenge students to relearn the
theological issues that they often think
they have all the answers. In his Church
History class, one of the students said that
he felt his life had a turning point because
he gain a new perspective of the Church
and the Christian faith as he discovered
back the root of his belief.
