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Certificate of Biblical Studies 
 
The Certificate of Biblical Studies is designed to provide training for the equipping of lay leaders for 
ministry in the local church. Credits earned are transferable towards regular study programs in 
BCM. Graduation Requirement: 36 credits. 
 
Admission Requirements 
1. Upon completion of 9 credits of course work, students are required to matriculate (i.e. be 

formally enrolled in the Certificate of Biblical Studies program) in order to continue their 
studies. No further courses may be taken for credit without matriculation. 

2.    A letter of recommendation from the pastor or church elder is required as part of the 
matriculation process.
